For the past several years, our city’s
management and the library director
have been discussing how and when to
expand the Fair Oaks Library to meet
the community’s ever-growing need.
The optimal solution is to construct a
brand new library, and that will happen.

In the meantime, the Fair Oaks Library
will be expanded from 3200 square
feet to 3800 square feet. The
construction is scheduled for this
winter, most likely to commence in
December.

When done, the expanded Fair Oaks
Library will include these new features
(refer to the picture above):

A. New teen area with dedicated
technology and furniture just
for teens. The dashed line
indicates the back wall of the
existing space. Everything past
the back wall is the additional
square footage.

B. Arelocated service desk to
create more space for
children’s seating, shelving and
activities.

C. Atruck-themed early
literacy/play area (similar to
the baby bay in the children’s
area of the Downtown
Library).

D. Children’s seating and
shelving that can be moved
to the side to create space
for programs and storytimes.

E. Comfortable new seating for
adults.

Throughout the library, tabletops will
have built-in power outlets to allow
people to easily charge devices.

It is projected that the Fair Oaks
Library will be closed for construction
for 8 to 10 weeks. During
construction, a temporary library
space will be established in the Fair
Oaks Community Center.

We are very excited about all the
possibilities the new space will
provide. Look for a grand reopening
celebration in late winter/early spring.

Summer Learning Challenge

For their 2016 Summer Learning
Challenge, the Redwood City libraries set
a goal of 10,000 registrants. That goal
was eclipsed, with 12,515 registrants and
with 3,600 participants completing the
challenge and 5,125 attending programs!
