LINK+ is a FREE service that delivers 
customer requests from public and 
academic libraries throughout California 
and Nevada. With one easy-to-use online 
catalog (http://csul.iii.com/), Redwood 
City library patrons can search at home 
for materials unavailable anywhere in our 
Peninsula Library System catalog. 
  
Here are a few examples of recent 
requests:
